The wealth of history 
continues in Gonder, where grand 17th-century 
castles overlook the celebrated source of the Blue 
Nile, Lake Tana. The lake's waters host centuries-old 
island monasteries and countless religious artifacts. 
Timkat Festival: The Feast of Epiphany - 19 January. 
Music food and processions mark the festival dating 
back over 1000 years. The best places to enjoy the 
festival are Gondar, Lalibela and Addis Ababa.
